2013 Preliminary Thief River Falls Library Budget

Budget Totals

In 2012, Thief River Falls Public Library funding was comprised of:

City of Thief River Falls 134,969
Pennington County 86,958
Marshall County 11,386*
TOTAL Funds $241,927

*Please note that Marshall County funding is not permanent funding. In 2010 and 2011,
$20,000 of Marshall County funds were placed in the Thief River Falls budget. In 2012
that amount was reduced to $11,386. This allocation of funds is placed in the Thief
River Falls Library budget in order to help serve Marshall County patrons, who utilize the
Thief River Falls Library.

2013 Budget

The Preliminary 2013 budget recognizes the reality of the tight economy. The budget does not
expand programs or services, but reflects a goal of continuing the present services and
programs. The budget also reflects increases passed on to the library by our vendors, and the
budget realities affecting the Northwest Regional Library (NWRL) system.

There is an increase in the budget for step increases for eligible staff and COLA for all staff, an
increase of $6,025 over the 2012 budget.

There is an increase from the vendor of our automation contract, which makes the library
materials catalog and information accessible via computer. This charge is based on population
size and number of materials checked-out. This is an increase of $2,860 over the 2012 budget.

There is an increase for travel by Northwest Regional Library board members, to reflect current
mileage reimbursements. This is an increase of $760 over the 2012 budget.

In the 1970s and early 1980s, interlibrary loan delivery was paid by cities and counties via the
local library budgets. It then became part of the NWRL headquarters budget to allow city and
county funding to be used for services such as increasing hours in local libraries. Because the
NWRL headquarters budget has lost % of its funding in the past two years, the cost for
interlibrary loan delivery has been put back into the local library budgets in 2013, with the
budget amount based on how many items are delivered to each library. Returning this charge
to the local library budget is an increase of $9,680 over the 2012 budget.





2013 Preliminary Thief River Falls Library Budget

In order to balance the 2012 budget, $20,000 was cut from the materials budget (for purchase
of magazine and newspaper subscriptions and purchase of books, audio books and dvds). The
proposed 2013 budget seeks to restore some of that funding so that adequate numbers of
books and other materials can be purchased to meet patron demand and to purchase
replacement copies for worn and outdated materials. This would restore about half the cuts
made in 2012, and is an increase of $11,116 over the 2012 budget.

The proposed budget for 2013 is $259,600.

In past years, there has been a negative balance between the Thief River Falls Library budget
and the funds received from the City of Thief River Falls and Pennington County. Prior to 2012,
funds from Northwest Regional Library have been used to bridge that gap. However, in the
past two years, cuts in state funding have resulted in a 25% cut in the Northwest Regional
Library budget and NWRL is no longer able to contribute to the budget of the Thief River Falls
Public Library. In 2012, because of flat funding from Pennington County and the City of Thief
River Falls, slightly over $20,000 was cut from the budget of the Thief River Falls Public Library.
On the recommendation of the Thief River Falls Library Advisory Board, the cuts were made in
the materials budget so that hours of operation could remain the same.

The total income level for the library has been relatively flat for several years. In fact, the funding

allocated in 2012 was almost exactly the same as that allocated in 2005. During that time, however,

library usage has increased dramatically. In 2012 the library operates on about the same amount of

funding as 2005, however in 2012 the Thief River Falls Public Library has 60% more people coming

through the doors and checks-out 25% more items than in 2005.

If funding levels from Pennington County and the City of Thief River Falls remain flat for 2013,

there will be a budget deficit of $37,673. There would be no way to absorb a deficit that large

in the materials budget alone, without diminishing service to unacceptable levels. Any

substantial deficit would likely result in reducing hours of operation.

JAIL SERVICE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, by and between the correctional facility known as Pennington
COUNTY, Minnesota, a political subdivision of the State of Minnesota, hereinafter referred to as
the "County", “Facility” and/or “facility”, and TurKey Corrections a MN corporation,
hereinafter referred to as "Provider" or “TKC”.

WHEREAS, the County seeks to enter into an agreement for inmate services, and

WHEREAS, Provider is capable of providing such service to the County and desires to
do so according to the terms and conditions stated herein.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual undertakings and agreements
contained within this agreement, the County and Provider hereby agrees as follows:

1. Effective Date of Contract
This agreement shall be effective 7/22/2012.
2. Term of Contract
This agreement shall be in effect for thirty-six (36) months with three (3) one-year (1)

renewals, which are mutually agreed upon.

3. Scope of Services

The parties agree to the following services during the term of the agreement:

Provider shall install equipment as listed below and our administrative software, hereby
known as the TEAM software system, at Pennington COUNTY.

Trust Accounting Software: provider shall furnish, install, repair, and maintain all trust

accounting software. The following is an overview of the TEAM trust accounting
software features available to the County;
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Equipment, Features, Fees, Revenue Split and/or Costs which can be obtained as outlined
or individually. The Provider will consider commission waiver for an extended period in
lieu of upfront payment for equipment should budgetary constraints not allow the facility
to consider this proposal.

A) 1 Lobby Kiosk with credit/debit card reader. To offset costs of installation, Provider
will charge a $2 fee for cash deposits for the first 365 days at the lobby kiosk of
which TKC will retain. On day 366 and for the balance of the contract, there will be
no fees for cash deposits. When using a credit card for deposits, an $8 fee is charged
for deposits made at the lobby kiosk or on-line at www.inmatecanteen.com of which TKC
will retain.

B) Inmate Kiosks: S. All kiosks will be capable of handling all services TKC offers.
Please see Item J pertaining to other options pertaining to visitation kiosks. Total cost
for these kiosks is $1500.

C) Pop Machines and Vending Machines: 2 each.

D) TEAM Software installed on all computers deemed necessary by facility.

E) 1Booking & Release Station(s) with all necessary hardware.

F) Installation Costs: TKC delivers and installs all the equipment necessary to perform
per the standards of the contract. The County is responsible for any costs associated
with installing electrical lines for the equipment to operate. TKC will install all data
lines.

G) Data and Electrical Requirements: TEAM operates on standard CAT5 data lines, a
standard internet connection and standard electrical outlet. Provider will work with
County IT department on proper access to intemnet lines. Provider warrants that all
firewall and security measures are in place to protect all data to the highest degree.

H) Inventory: Should commissary services be awarded to Provider, all commissary
products are required to be purchased from TKC and AIS. All items needed for
canteen will be delivered every other week at no cost to the county. County will
continue to sell frozen foods and tobacco products at no expense to TKC or
commission loss to the County.

I) Delivery and Employee(s): TKC will provide an employee from one of our local
regional facilities to maintain the equipment within the service standards as outlined
within this agreement. TKC will deliver commissary packaged and ready for
distribution once weekly at no cost to the facility. Facility will be responsible for
distributing bags to the inmate.

J) On-Site Video Visitation: 2. On-site video visitation is also available using the
same equipment as detailed previously. On-site visitation will require additional
viewing stations for the public. These stations will cost $1,000 each.

K) Commissary Revenue Commission: County will earn a commission of 18% of
gross sales, less any applicable sales taxes.

L) Video Visitation Revenue Commission: Installation of this feature and equipment
necessary, should additional equipment be required, will follow the same parameters
as outlined in Provision F on Page 2. Off-site video visitation would be performed at
a cost of $0.35 to the inmates family or friend of which the county will earn a 30%
commission from. TKC will retain commission from off-site visitation for the first
180 days of the contract. Inmates will be allowed the minimum on-site visitations as
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per Minnesota Correction and Pennington COUNTY Standards, at no charge.
Commissions shall be net of all applicable sales taxes.

M) Features: The Provider warrants to provide County access to and to train County
staff on all features of the TEAM system throughout the length of the contract,
including optional features such as MP3/Music, video visitation, etc., and on
additional features as they become available.

N) Additional Revenue Streams: Some features are optional and can be implemented
at any time. The County will earn the same commission rate on these optional
features such as MP3 music downloads, inmate email, and more.

O) Phone Product Sales: Phone products may be sold on kiosks or on-line at Inmate
Canteen. Provider will provide this service to the County at no cost for the initial 30
days following installation at the facility. Provider will demonstrate incremental
growth of phone revenue by offering this feature during this initial 30 day period.
Should this occur, Provider will charge County 10% of gross phone sales to provide
this service. This percentage is independent of any agreement Provider may have
with the facility phone provider for compensation for the facilitation of the sale of
their products on Provider kiosks.

P) Jail Supply Purchases: As part of our commitment to providing the County all
features and revenue streams including commissary, video visitation, MP3/4 and
messaging, plus, expense controls and efficiency gains, Provider requires that County
submit all supply purchases to its' subsidiary, TurnKey Correctional Supply (TKCS),
to bid on. Provider requires that as long as TKCS provides bid of equal or lessor
price on identical or mutually acceptable product, that all supplies such as inmate
hygiene, clothing, footwear, towels, bedding, etc., be purchased through TKCS.
Unless noted at the time of purchase, all jail supplies purchased through TKCS are
delivered to the jail at no cost to the County.

Q) Exclusivity: Provider reserves exclusive right to inmate kiosk usage within the
facility and all services that Provider has offered to the facility. This exclusivity fails
in the event Provider has not provider facility written offer to render services on any
feature it provides. Other vendors are prohibited from installing other kiosk
equipment for any purpose that generates revenue within the facility that involves
inmates without permission of the Provider. Should Provider not have a service that
is requested by County offered through its' kiosk, this provision becomes void.

SYSTEM FEATURES
Video Visitation

A. All visits are recorded. Visits are recorded in a real time audio and four frames
per second on video. Facility has 24/7/365 access to all recordings. The system
is web-based and all recordings are maintained on Provider servers. County owns
all data and can be sent on disk if requested at no cost.

B. Visits can be monitored by the County or TKC. Monitoring allows for visits to be
terminated immediately for inappropriate conduct.
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C. County will determine parameters necessary for visitor to be automatically
approved and allowed to schedule a visit, if necessary. Visiting hours can also be
set for the facility both as a whole and to specific pods.

D. Visitors, inmates, groups and pods can all be tagged for real-time review by
outside agencies and Jail Administration.

E. Privileges may be revoked or suspended at any time for any reason for any user.

F. Jail staff can be assigned various authority levels to maintain integrity and
security of the system.

G. System is web-based thus there is no server on site.

D. Commissary / Accounting: System facilitates all aspect of commissary order, trust
account management, accounts payable, cash management, and many other features.

E. Phone: Provider maintains a phone system that operates using the kiosk provided
that maintains similar security measures as visitation system. This system is run
through the same administrative program.

Equipment and Maintenance

Provider shall furnish, install, repair and maintain all equipment and software. Provider
agrees to keep all equipment in good order and operating condition. Provider will
maintain a minimum of one functioning reserve kiosk and other pertinent equipment on
site and will train County staff on how to install this reserve kiosk should it be deemed
pertinent to continued performance of the system. Provider maintains a 24/7/365
customer service system. Equipment failures will be corrected within 24 hours. Other
service requests will be responded to within 2 hours of requests and resolved on a priority
basis which is outlined upon installation. All customer service requests are resolved or
provided an agreed upon action plan within 24 hours.

Pennington County will provide:

Building AC power (typically 110 v AC)
Basic cable or DSL based unfiltered and unfirewalled Internet service.

Vendor is responsible for any security devices or software as they deem necessary to
protect, hardware, software and data from unauthorized access or discloser. Vendor
agrees to follow all applicable State and Federal laws, policies, directives, rules, etc. Itis
expected that all Hardware, Software and data is also protected to industry standards.
Any power protection (aka UPS) is also the responsibility of the vendor.

Each of the parties agrees to cooperate with the other and to perform all tasks necessary
or desirable for the mutual benefit of both of the parties to operate a well operated service
for Pennington COUNTY.

Provider may provide care packages given to inmates when they are booked in at a price
agreed upon by both parties based on item requirements.

Provider agrees to train all Jail staff in software and account reporting as needed.

Provider agrees to assist the County with customized inmate account reports needed by
the County for tracking, bookkeeping and auditing purposes and training on the same.

4. Compensation and Terms of Payment
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The County’s authorized agent shall have the authority to review the invoices, and no
payment shall be made without the approval of the authorized agent. Payments shall be
made within thirty (30) days after receipt of invoices for services performed and
acceptance of such services by the authorized agent of the County.

5. Conditjon of Payment

All services provided by Provider pursuant to this agreement shall be performed to the
satisfaction of the County, and in accordance with all applicable federal, state and local
laws, ordinances, rules and regulations. Payment shall be withheld for work found by the
County to be unsatisfactory, or performed in violation of federal, state and local laws,
ordinances, rules or regulations.

6. Authorized Agents

The County shall appoint an authorized agent for the purpose of administration of this
agreement.

7. County and State Audit

Pursuant to Minnesota State Law, the books, records, documents, and accounting
procedures and practices of Provider relative to this agreement shall be subject to
examination by the County and the State Auditor. Complete and accurate records of the
work performed pursuant to this agreement shall be kept by Provider for a minimum of
six (6) years following termination of this agreement for such auditing purposes. The
retention period shall be automatically extended during the course of any administrative
or judicial action involving Pennington COUNTY regarding matters to which the records
are relevant. The retention period shall be automatically extended until the
administrative or judicial action is finally completed or until the authorized agent of the
County notifies Provider in writing that the records need no longer be kept.

8. Indemnity

Provider agrees to,defend, indemnify, and hold the County, its employees and officials
harmless from any claims, demands, actions or causes of action, including

reasonable attorney’s fees and expenses resulting directly or indirectly from any
negligent act or omission on the part of Provider, or its subcontractors, partners or
independent contractors or any of their agents or employees, in the performance of or
with relation to any of the work or services to be performed or furnished by Provider or
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the subcontractors, partners or independent contractors or any of their agents or
employees under the agreement.

Provider shall be responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy, and the
coordination of all services furnished by Provider under this agreement. Provider shall,
without additional compensation, correct or revise any errors or deficiencies in Provider's
final reports and services.

The insurance certificate shall name the
County as an additional insured and specifically provide that a certificate shall not
be modified, canceled or non renewal except upon thirty (30) days prior written
notice to County. Neither County's failure to require or insist upon certificates or
other evidence of insurance showing a variance from the specified coverage
changes Provider's responsibility to comply with the insurance specifications.

10. Subcontracts

Provider shall not subcontract any portion of the work to be performed under this
agreement nor assign this agreement without the prior written approval of the authorized
agent of the County. Provider shall ensure and require that any subcontractor agrees to
and complies with all of the terms of this agreement. Any subcontractor of Provider used
to perform any portion of this agreement shall report to and bill Provider directly.
Provider shall be solely responsible for the breach, performance or nonperformance of
any subcontractor. If specifically authorized by the County, Provider is responsible for
the performance of all subcontractors and shall compensate said subcontractors pursuant
to the requirements of Minnesota Statute 471.425.

11. Force Majeure

The County and Provider agree that Provider shall not be liable for any delay or inability
to perform this agreement, directly or indirectly caused by or resulting from strikes, labor
troubles, accidents, fire, flood, breakdowns, war, riot, civil commotion, lack of material,
delays of transportation, acts of God or other cause beyond reasonable control of Provider
and the County.

12. Data Practices

Provider, its agents, employees and any subcontractors of Provider in providing all
services hereunder, agree to abide by the provisions of the Minnesota Government Data
Practices Act. Provider understands that it must comply with these provisions as if it
were a government entity. Provider agrees to indemnify and hold the County, its officers,
department heads and employees harmless from any claims resulting from Provider’s
unlawful disclosure or use of data protected under state and federal laws.

13. Access to Premises
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The County shall arrange access as necessary to work sites for Provider for the purpose
of performing the work described in this agreement.

14. Termination

The agreement may be terminated by either party, without cause, upon (90) days written
notice to one of the authorized agents of the Provider or the Authorized Agent of the
County.

15. Independent Contractor

It is agreed that nothing contained in this agreement is intended or should be construed as
creating the relationship of a partnership, a joint venture, or an association with the
County and Provider. Provider is an independent contractor and neither it, its’
employees, agents, subcontractors nor representatives shall be considered employees,
agents or representatives of the County. Except as other-wise provided herein, Provider
shall maintain, in all respects, its present control over the means and personnel by which
this agreement is performed. From any amounts due Provider, there shall be no
deduction for federal income tax or FICA payments nor for any state income tax, nor for
any other purposes which are associated with an employer/employee relationship unless
otherwise required by law. Payment of federal income tax, FICA payments, state income
tax, unemployment compensation taxes, and other payroll deductions and taxes are the
sole responsibility of Provider.

Pursuant to Federal and local laws, Provider warrants that they have registered with and
use a federal immigration verification system to determine the work eligibility status of
new employees physically performing services within the State of Minnesota.

16. Notices

Any notices to be given under this agreement shall be given by enclosing the same in a
sealed envelope, postage prepaid, via certified mail, and depositing the same in the
United States Postal Service, addressed to one of the authorized agents of Provider at its
address stated herein, and to the authorized agent of the County at the address stated
herein.

17. Controlling Law

The laws of the State of Minnesota shall govern all questions and interpretations
concerning the validity and construction of this agreement and the legal relations between
the herein parties and performance under it. The appropriate venue and jurisdiction for
any litigation hereunder will be those courts located in the State of Minnesota. Litigation

in the federal courts involving the herein parties will be in the appropriate federal court
within the State of Minnesota. If any provision of this agreement is held invalid, illegal
or unenforceable, the remaining provisions will not be affected.

Successors and Assigns

The County and Provider, respectively, bind themselves, their partners, successors,
assigns, and legal representatives to the other party to this agreement and to the partners,
successors, assigns, and legal representatives of such other party with respect to all
covenants of this agreement. Neither the County nor Provider shall assign, sublet, or
transfer any interest in this agreement without the prior written consent of the other.

Equal Employment and Americans with Disabilities

In connection with the work under this agreement, Provider agrees to comply with the
applicable provisions of state and federal equal employment opportunity and
nondiscrimination statutes and regulations. In addition, upon entering into this
agreement, Provider certifies that it has been made fully aware of Pennington COUNTY
Equal Employment Opportunity and Americans with Disabilities Act Policy.

Changes

The parties agree that no change or modification to this agreement, or any attachments
hereto, shall have any force or effect unless the change is reduced to writing, dated, and
made part of this agreement. The execution of the change shall be authorized and signed
in the same manner as for this agreement.

Severability

In the event any provision of this agreement shall be held invalid and unenforceable, the
remaining provisions shall be valid and binding upon the parties unless such invalidity or
non-enforceability would cause the agreement to fail its purpose. One or more waivers
by either party of any provision, term, condition or covenant shall not be construed by the
other party as a waiver of a subsequent breach of the same by the other party.

No. Recommendation Response
1. Old City Auditorium Kitchen: To reduce the rapid spread of fire, smoke

and heat to other sections of the building we recommend the pipe chase in the
wall above the electrical panel in the kitchen be sealed/repaired.

2. Old City Auditorium Kitchen: It was noted that the outlets in the kitchen
area are not protected with a GFCI. A Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter (GFCI)
is a fast acting electrical interrupting device that senses leaks of very low levels
of current and opens the circuit immediately to prevent or minimize injury.
The National Electric Code (NEC) now requires GFCI protected outlets on all 15
and 20 ampere, 125-volt receptacles in kitchens within 6 feet of a kitchen sink
to serve counter top surfaces, bathrooms, garages, utility rooms, outdoor
outlets, and any other place that water or moisture may present a hazard.
GFCI's can also be installed at the circuit breaker and can protect a service line
with several receptacles. Circuit Breaker and receptacle installations
require the knowledge and skills of a trained electrician.

3. Old City Auditorium Boiler Room Air Compressor: The air compressors
guard only partially guards the moving parts. To reduce the hazard from
operating machinery, we recommend all belts, fans, pulleys, chains, flywheels,
shafts and shaft projections, or other rotating or reciprocating parts located
within seven feet of the floor or working platform be effectively guarded.

4. Boiler Rooms: In order to help prevent employee injury and comply with
OSHA standards Asbestos Warning signs should be provided and displayed at
each regulated area. In addition, warning signs should be posted at all
approaches to regulated areas so that an employee may read the signs and
take necessary protective steps before entering the area. This is per OSHA
standard 1910.1001(3)(4)(i)

5. Ice Arena Summer Ventilation: During the limited tour of the ice arena it

appeared from smell that the facility is not getting enough ventilation. To
protect occupants from indoor air hazards and the building from damage the
ventilation of the building should be reviewed and corrective action taken.

6. Ice Arena Winter CO monitoring: During the limited tour of the ice arena
we were not able to review records to confirm if the State of Minnesota
Standards for monitoring Carbon Monoxide in ice arenas is being met.

Owners and operators of enclosed sports arenas must follow Minnesota Rule,
Chapter 4620, parts 4620.3900 to 4620.4900. The rule requires that facilities
be certified by the Minnesota Department of Health and that air quality is
maintained in these arenas as demonstrated by weekly air monitoring.

It should be confirmed that these requirements are being met and corrective
action taken if they are not.

7. Ice Arena Oversight: It was noted that the county has a very limited role in
the operation or maintenance of the ice arena. Because the property and
liability coverage is carried by the county as the owner the county should play
a more active role in making sure the exposures that the building maintenance
and operations create are being properly controlled. This may include periodic
building inspections. It may also be prudent to review the lease agreement to
make sure it is written to clearly outline the roles and responsibilities of each
party as well as has the proper contractual risk management considerations
and provisions.

PENNINGTON COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
TUESDAY, JULY 10TH, 2012, 10:00 A.M.

Pursuant to adjournment, the Pennington County Board of Commissioners met in the
Pennington County Board Room in Thief River Falls, MN, on Tuesday, July 10th, 2012
at 10:00 a.m. Members present: Donald Jensen, Neil Peterson, Oliver “Skip” Swanson,
and Darryl Tveitbakk. Members absent: Cody Hempel.

Chairman Swanson opened the meeting and added the County Sheriff to the agenda to
discuss the VHF Interoperable Frequency Use Agreement and Court Date Service
Substitute Amendment.

Bruce Schwartzman, BKV Architects had met with the Building Committee and Court
Administrator this morning to discuss a possible courtroom judge’s bench remodeling
project and a plan to incorporate technology into the courtroom. Bruce Schwartzman

stated he would outline a plan and estimate for the project.

Bruce Schwartzman also toured the City Auditorium building and Courthouse heating
system. Mr. Schwartzman will present a proposal for a study of the Auditorium and
heating system for review.

County Engineer Mike Flaagan introduced Ben Pribula as the Assistant County Engineer.

The County Engineer then gave a project update. A preconstruction meeting was held
with R.J. Zavoral on the C.S.A.H. #31 project, the box culvert projects are completed,
Wright Construction is cleaning C.D. #37 and surveying is being done on J.D. #25-3,
C.D. #96 and C.D. #41.

The County Engineer made a request to increase the permit fee for working within the
County Right of Way and also to increase the After-the-Fact permit fee. The permit fee
is a deposit for those working in the County Right of Way that is refundable when work
is satisfactorily completed. The After-the-Fact permit fee is non-refundable.

Motioned by Commissioner Jensen, seconded by Commissioner Peterson to set the
permit fee at $500 per mile with a $300 minimum for a Work within Right of Way permit
and a $500 permit fee for an After-the-Fact permit. Motion unanimously carried.

County Sherriff Ray Kuznia presented the VHF Interoperable Frequency Use Agreement
between the State of Minnesota and Pennington County.

The following resolution was introduced by Commissioner Jensen, seconded by
Commissioner Tveitbakk, and upon vote was unanimously carried.





VHF INTEROPERABLE FREQUENCY USE AGREEMENT

WHEREAS, The Pennington County Board of Commissioners, as the governing
body of Pennington County desires to enter into an agreement with the State of
Minnesota, Department of Public Safety (DPS) for use of certain state licensed radio
frequencies for the purpose of coordination between emergency response agencies and
resources.

WHEREAS, Pennington County is a member of the Northwest Regional Radio
Board (RRB).

WHEREAS, participation in the Minnesota VHF Interoperable Communications
Plan must be approved by the County and submitted to the RRB for approval before radio
equipment intended for use by public safety officials within the County can be
programmed and used under the state license.

NOW THEREFORE, the Pennington County Board of Commissioners, as the
governing body of Pennington County, approves the Minnesota VHF Interoperable
Communications Plan agreement applicable to the use of state licensed radio frequencies
by County public safety officials.

Moved by Commissioner Tveitbakk, seconded by Commissioner Peterson to approve the
Court Data Service Amendment to the CJDN Subscriber Agreement between the
Minnesota Department of Public Safety, Bureau of Criminal Apprehension and County of
Pennington on behalf of its Sheriff Office. Motion unanimously carried.

The County Board along with the Sheriff and County Attorney discussed the issue of
County Coroner Services. The County Attorney had a draft letter to the County Coroner
outlining concerns and bringing forward the idea of contracting for Medical Examiner
services. Motioned by Commissioner Tveitbakk, seconded by Commissioner Peterson,
to authorize the County Attorney to send the letter to the County Coroner as drafted.
Motion unanimously carried.

Commissioner Peterson noted that a gravel pit inspection will be done soon and that
Gravel Tax quarterly report reminders had been sent out to operators and gravel pit
Owners.

Motioned by Commissioner Jenson, seconded by Commissioner Peterson, to approve the
minutes of June 26™ 2012 as written. Motion unanimously carried.

Motioned by Commissioner Peterson, seconded by Commissioner Jensen, to approve
payment of the Human Services warrants totaling $107,336.50, the Auditor and Manual
warrants for June, 2012 totaling $4,223,425.70, and also the following Commissioner
warrants. Motion unanimously carried.

Per diems and meal reimbursements in the amount of $ 2,149.99 were also approved.





Jeff Gauss - Pastor, and Ben Kosharek — Associate Pastor of Epiphany Station Church
met with the County Board to discuss the possible use of the City Auditorium Building
for Sunday services.

County Attorney Al Rogalla reviewed the problems with ADA laws Title Il versus Title
111 that could subject the County to liability.

The County Board also reviewed the letter from the Minnesota Counties
Intergovernmental Trust which refers to opening the facility to public use. Other
considerations include that there is no county custodial staff on duty on weekends.

The County Board took the request under advisement.

Motioned by Commissioner Tveitbakk, seconded by Commissioner Peterson, to adjourn
the Board meeting to 5:00 p.m. July 24™ 2012. Motion unanimously carried.
