Type of Project

The Thief River Falls Flood Damage Reduction Project and Improvement to Pennington County Ditch #1
(CD 1) (RLWD Ditch # 14) consists of improving and enlarging cross-sections, adding storm sewer,
improving ditch grades, improving flows by removing vegetation within the channel, and improving
culverts within the ditch alignments (Project). The Project is also diverting CD 1 flows south of the
Diversion (CSAH 8) westward, outletting into the Red Lake River, and cleaning of the Aaseby ditch
(Figure 1).

Project Purpose, Description and Dimensions

CD 1 drainage problems stem from very flat grades (~1 foot per mile) as well as the presence of
vegetation such as cattails and willows in the drainage ditch. Lateral areas draining into CD 1 are slow to
drain due to high water in the ditch and the ditch’s inability drain effectively, thus many areas draining
into CD 1 experience flooding problems. The goal of this project is to increase the hydraulic capacity of
CD 1 and reduce the level and frequency of flooding along CD 1 and surrounding areas such as the
Highway 59 roadside ditches and other adjacent township roads and field ditches.

Investigation of the survey data revealed that CD 1 does not have a consistent cross-sectional area or
grade. The flow capacity of CD 1 varies depending on location. CD 1 currently has approximately a 5-
year flood frequency capacity in some areas, and as low as 1-year flood frequency capacity in other
areas. The ditch frequently overtops and water backs into adjacent fields and urban commercial and
residential developments. The tributary ditches are filled with standing water for long periods due to the
inadequacy of CD 1. Inconsistent and inadequate flow has promoted the growth of vegetation in areas,
causing it to drain even more slowly. The current ditch is a public safety hazard, a public nuisance, and
frequently causes property damage.

The Project includes improving drainage through widening the channel bottom, flattening the channel
side slopes, and lowering and creating a more consistent channel bottom profile. CD 1 ditch
modifications begin in Section 19 of Smiley Township and continue northwest to Section 34 of North
Township in the City of Thief River Falls.

The following are the details of the Project:

e Ditch widening and grade improvements vary throughout the project, but will be generally
designed to allow 10-year flow rates through the ditch below natural ground along the entire
length. Side slopes of CD 1 will be at a 3:1 (H:V) and side slopes of the Aaseby ditch will be at
2:1.

e In areas where the diversion channel is parallel to a major roadway, the inslope of the ditch will
be 4:1 where possible.

e Ditch bottoms will be widened to 12 feet upstream of the diversion and 10 feet downstream of
diversion. The diversion will consist of 10 to 12 foot bottoms.

e The diversion will flow west, parallel to CSAH 8, from CD 1 to the Red Lake River. A maximum
ditch cut of 6 feet will be needed along the diversion near the 150" Ave NE intersection to allow
the diverted water to flow west.

e Approximately 1 foot of excavation is required for CD 1 south of County Road 7. Approximately
0.5 feet of excavation is needed from County Road 7 to Aaseby Ditch. Very little excavation will
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be needed north of Aaseby ditch and most work in this stre/tch of CD 1 includes vegetation

removal.

o Several culverts will be upsized as part of the Project and are detailed in Table 1.

e Some tree clearing and grubbing will be required along portions of the project.

o Wetland areas will be included on engineering plan sets and will be completely avoided during
ditch improvements.

o All fill removed from ditch improvements will be spread within upland areas along each ditch
(CD 1, CSAH8, Aaseby). See Figure 10 for typical cross sections and placement of fill material.

Wetland Impacts

A wetland delineation was completed for the Project Area identifying all wetlands adjacent to the ditch.
A wetland delineation report was submitted in September 2011. A Technical Evaluation Panel (TEP)
review of the delineated wetland boundaries was completed on April 16 and 17, 2012. The TEP included
staff from the Bemidji USACE Office, the St. Paul USACE office and the Fergus Falls BWSR office. After
the TEP panel was completed, HDR provided a GIS file of the updated wetland boundaries to the USACE
and received a response that the wetland boundaries provided in the update were agreed upon and
final. A revised wetland delineation report was submitted in April 2012. All delineated wetland areas
impacted are depicted within the Wetland Delineation Report included in this Permit Application. Table
2 summarizes the wetland impacts for the proposed project.

The majority of the wetland areas along the ditch will not be impacted by the proposed project. No
spoil material will be placed inside delineated wetland boundaries as a part of the proposed project,
with the exception of a one wetland (0.39 acres) in the floodplain of the Red Lake River at the end of the
diversion outlet (Figure 9). Activity in this wetland area will include excavation for a new outlet for the
diversion channel and the resulting activity will drain the wetland area entirely. This wetland will be
replaced at a 2:1 ratio using existing banking credits available at the Louisville Parnell wetland bank,
owned by the RLWD.

Side inlet pipes will be placed at nineteen locations along the CD1 alignment. The side inlet pipes will be
placed in areas delineated as wetland with a total impact of 0.71 acres. The side inlet pipes will provide
improved drainage from the adjacent fields and reduce erosion and sediment load in the ditch.
Installation of the side inlet pipes will require excavation and fill of delineated wetland areas. However,
due to the beneficial nature of the side inlet pipes and the surrounding grassed buffer strips that will be
maintained as part of the project, the USACE has suggested that the grassed buffer strips serve as full
mitigation for the wetland impacts that will occur as a result of the side inlet pipe installation.

Between the Hwy 59 crossing and the Greenwood Street crossing (Figure 1), the existing open ditch will
be converted to two below ground culverts underneath a grassed drainageway. This will convert an
approximately 2600 foot long by 10 foot wide area from existing aquatic habitat (i.e. an open ditch) to
non-aquatic habitat (i.e. a shallow grassed drainageway with no wetland vegetation or regular
hydrology). This 0.60 acre area is not considered a jurisdictional wetland under USACE or WCA rules and
does not require mitigation, but the change will result in a loss of area that the USACE considers
“aquatic habitat”. Based on USACE recommendations, the area converted from open ditch to
underground culvert is included in the permit application but will not require any additional mitigation
as a result of the proposed activity. As a result, the impacts from the open ditch conversion are not
included in Table 2.

Project Alternatives

Several alternatives were evaluated for the Project. All alternatives except the no-action alternative
included some improvement to CD 1. Urbanization is included as an option in many of the alternatives.
The term “urbanization” refers to the addition of storm sewer pipes within City limits. The storm sewer
includes an overflow ditch on top of the storm sewer. Table 3 summarizes each alternative and options
for each alternative. A combination of Alternative 2B-Urban and Alternative 3 was chosen for the project
as it achieves the design goals and landowner expectations of flood damage reduction at a reasonable
cost that is most likely more acceptable to the community than other alternatives.

e Alternative 1 is the no-action alternative. This alternative will not resolve flooding problems in
the area.

e Alternatives 2 and 3 include diversions of 50% (Alt 2) and 100% (Alt 3) of CD 1 flows at CSAH 8.
Option A references eastward diversions and Option B references westward diversions.
Therefore, Alternatives 2A, 2A-Urban, and 3A divert CD 1 flows east in the south ditch of CSAH
8. The east diversion would cross TH 59 to the east, and turn north to the east ditch of 167th
Avenue NE, cross Sorteberg Drive, and outlet to the Red Lake River.

e Alternatives 2B, 2B-Urban, and 3B take advantage of the existing ditch on the south side of CSAH
8, including the CSAH 8 Ditch established by the RLWD from the railroad tracks going west. The
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CSAH 8 alternative and option combinations would require a maximum cut of 6 feet in the
vicinity of 150th Ave. NE in order to drain the flows west to the Red Lake River.

e Alternatives 4, 4-Urban, and 5 include diverting 50% (Alt 4) and 100% (Alt 5) of CD 1 flows at the
northwest corner of the Aaseby trailer court, between CSAH 8 and CR 62. The diversion would
take flows east in the Aaseby ditch west of TH 59 and would require a new ditch up to 9 feet
deep east of TH 59. This diversion would outlet to the Red Lake River north of Nelson Drive.

e Alternatives 6 and 6-Urban include a full improvement of CD 1, with culvert upsizing, ditch grade
lowering, cross-section enlargement, and full utility relocations. Urbanization is included in
Alternative 6-Urban, and would include storm sewer north of Greenwood Street. This option
would also include installing new culverts/storm sewer under the TH 59/1st St East intersection.

e Alternative 7 includes a full improvement of CD 1 with the ditch and culverts designed to carry a
10-year 24-hour storm event. This construction would include culvert upsizing, ditch grade
changes, cross-section modifications, and utility relocations. Urbanization is not included in this
alternative, and the existing culverts under the TH 59/1st St East intersection would remain in
place.

MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT
July 1, 2012 - June 30, 2013

THIS AGREEMENT, made by and between Green View Inc., 550 County Road D West,
Suite 2, St. Paul, Minnesota, 55112 and Pennington County, 250 125" Avenue NE, Thief River
Falls, Minnesota, 56701, for work at the Pennington County/MnDOT Joint Use Facility in Thief
River Falls, Minnesota.

Green View, Inc., a non-profit organization, has a program through which needy, elderly
persons are recruited, employed, and periodically supervised in the performance of maintenance,
custodial, and public service duties.

Pennington County has determined it has need for the services of these needy, elderly
custodial services.

Pennington County desires to acquire, and Green View, Inc. desires to supply, these
services.

This agreement shall be in effect from July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013.
It is mutually agreed that this project will be carried out under the auspices of Green View,

Inc. and subject to the following terms and conditions:

l. Green View, Inc. shall:

A. Recruit and hire all personnel required.

B. Periodically supervise all Green View, Inc. employees.

C. Administrate the payroll and all fringe benefits; such as, but not limited to,
payroll taxes, workers’ compensation and liability insurance, etc.

D. Provide bonding for those persons administratively handling funds for Green
View, Inc.

E. Furnish workers’ compensation and liability insurance certificates with
minimum limits of $600,000.

F. File all appropriate unemployment tax filings and notify the Pennington

County in the event Green View’s exemption status should change.
1. Pennington County shall:
A. Provide the daily supervision, general training and instructions.

B. Provide the tools, supplies, and equipment necessary for the proper
implementation of the work plan.

Payment:

A. Green View, Inc. agrees to accept, and Pennington County agrees to pay, full
compensation for all services and expenses contemplated by this agreement.

B. Pennington County upon submission of invoices shall reimburse payroll and
other allowable expenses incurred by Green View, Inc., in the course of
performing this agreement.

Schedule of Payments:

A. Green View, Inc. shall submit invoices for services rendered and the
Pennington County shall reimburse Green View, Inc. upon receipt of said
invoices.

Records:

A Green View, Inc. shall keep such records that maintain an efficient and
accurate cost-keeping system for records.

Audits and Examinations:

A Green View, Inc. shall afford reasonable facilities for audits and
examinations of Green View, Inc.'s accounting records.

Changes:

A Green View, Inc. is managed in reliance upon experience based operating
cost projections, in other words we look at last year’s costs as the basis for
determining the next fiscal period’s expenses. While this approach is
consistent with the non-profit status and purposes of Green View, Inc., it
does create a significant vulnerability for Green View should changes,
particularly in mandated employee benefits/programs occur.

Therefore, in consideration of the risks described above it is understood by
and between the parties hereto that in the event changes occur in the
application of mandated worker/employee costs, including but not limited
to unemployment insurance coverage, social security and medicare taxes,
and minimum wage laws, the amount of the payment from the Pennington
County set forth on the attachment to this agreement may be modified by
the mutual agreement of the parties.

B. This agreement may be terminated by either party at any time, with or
without cause, upon not less than 30 days written notice delivered by mail
or in person to the other party.

Pursuant to adjournment, the Pennington County Board of Commissioners met in the
Pennington County Board Room in Thief River Falls, MN, on Tuesday, June 12" 2012
at 10:00 a.m. Members present: Cody Hempel, Donald Jensen, Neil Peterson, Oliver

“Skip” Swanson, and Darryl Tveitbakk. Members absent: none.

Lori Marquis, County Highway Department Accountant, met with the County Board in
regards to awarding the bid on SAP 57-631-05. It was noted that all permits were in
place and Right-of-Way Agreements have been signed by all landowners except one,
who expressed concern regarding the cleaning of Joint Ditch #14 and the effects this road
will have on ditch drainage. After discussion the Board decided to hold awarding the bid
on this project and to set a Special County Board meeting on June 19™, 2012 at 5:00 p.m.

to take any action.

Godfred Svir, Highway Maintenance Foreman, presented bids for a new pay loader via
the State Cooperative Purchase Contract with trade of a 1998 JCB pay loader. The
following bids were presented:

County Recorder Ken Schmalz met with the County Board to discuss Credit Card
services being offered in the County Recorder’s office.

information and other options be considered.

Commissioner Hempel reported on the procedure to be used to post County Board items
on the County’s website for future County Board meetings.

Chairman to sign the same. Motion unanimously carried.

Motioned by Commissioner Tveitbakk, seconded by Commissioner Hempel, to approve

the Board minutes of May 22", 2012 as written. Motion unanimously carried.





Motioned by Commissioner Peterson, seconded by Commissioner Jensen, to approve
payment of the Human Services warrants totaling $235,333.04, the Auditor and Manual
warrants for May, 2012 totaling $3,713,754.73, and also the following Commissioner

warrants. Motion unanimously carried.

Per diems and meal reimbursements in the amount of $1,400.97 were also approved.

Motioned by Commissioner Jensen, seconded by Commissioner Peterson, to approve
issuance of a Fireworks Permit to Zambelli Fireworks for a fireworks display at the

Seven Clans Casino on July 4™, 2012. Motion unanimously carried.

County Auditor Ken Olson presented a 2012 HAVA Operating Grant Contract for
approval. The grant is for $6,367.44 to be used for defraying operating costs of the
assistive voting and vote-counting election equipment in each polling place. Motioned
by Commissioner Peterson, seconded by Commissioner Tveitbakk, to approve the State
of Minnesota 2012 HAVA Operating Grant Contract as presented and authorize the

Chairman to sign on behalf of Pennington County. Motion unanimously carried.

The following resolution was introduced by Commissioner Jensen, seconded by

Commissioner Tveitbakk, and upon vote was unanimously carried.





STATE PARKS AND TRAILS FUNDING RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The State Parks and Trails Legacy plan calls for a statewide system of parks and
trails; and

WHEREAS, Greater MN Regional Parks and Trails have been underfunded for decades when
compared to investments in the metro park system over that same time period; and

WHEREAS, The public expressed overwhelming support at 17 state-sponsored public meetings for
the highest quality statewide regional projects possible as a preferred outcome of the 25 year plan; and

WHEREAS, The first round of park and trail legacy funding in 2009 was unfair to Greater
Minnesota - with 43% of the funding dedicated to metro park needs, 43% dedicated to DNR park and trail
needs and projects, while leaving only 14% funding for a statewide grants program which included Metro
Parks. Of that 14%, 20% of those funds were given to the Metro Park Area; and

WHEREAS, The second round of park and trail legacy funding in 2011, produced better but still
lopsided results with Greater Minnesota receiving 20% in dedicated legacy funding, while metro parks
received 42% and DNR received 38%; and

WHEREAS, A 2011 inventory of Greater Minnesota park and trail needs resulted in $76 million in
projects, and over $33 million in grant request - or more than four times the amount of the 2011 legacy
grants awarded to Greater Minnesota; and

WHEREAS, Greater Minnesota pre-legacy park and trail funding was spotty and scarce; and

WHEREAS, the Legacy Act has resulted in Greater Minnesota being charged by both the public
and the state plan to build the highest quality statewide regional projects possible.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that:

- Pennington County believes Greater Minnesota should receive adequate funding to carry
out the state plan and the public sentiment for high quality projects; and

- Pennington County believes the current Park and Trail Legacy splits of 43% metro, 37%
DNR and 20% to Greater Minnesota are inherently unfair to Greater Minnesota and not
enough to carry out the state plan or meet public expectations; and

- Pennington County believes the legacy funding splits at 43% metro, 37% DNR and 20%
for the remaining 80 non-metro counties is not fair and will not provide the funding to
allow Greater Minnesota to succeed in carrying out expectations of either the public or
the state plan; and

- Pennington County believes the Greater Minnesota percentage of Legacy funding should
increase to a level more equal to those of the metro area and DNR.

County Auditor Ken Olson presented a proposal from Hoffman, Dale & Swenson, PLLC
for a contract renewal for the 2012-2016 Pennington County Audits at a reduced price of
$23,500/year. Motioned by Commissioner Hempel, seconded by Commissioner
Peterson, to approve a five-year Audit Agreement with Hoffman, Dale & Swenson,

PLLC as presented. Motion unanimously carried.

Motioned by Commissioner Jensen, seconded by Commissioner Peterson, to adjourn the

Board meeting to June 19™, 2012 at 5:00 p.m. Motion unanimously carried.
